About the Farm 
Meet farm animals and get a glimpse of rural life at Kensington Metropark Farm 

Center. Take in the sights, smells and sounds of life on the farm and see live 

farm animals like chickens, sheep, cattle and draft horses. Tour a 150-year old 

restored barn and poultry house, and take a short walk to the Kids’ Cottage, a 

one-of-a kind “green” building made from trees, rocks, soil and plants found 

primarily at the park.   

An herb garden, field crops and old-fashioned farm equipment are also on 

display. Special programs are held on the animals, where some foods come from, and other 

farm-related topics. Weekends in March visitors can visit the sugar shack and observe as 

maple trees are tapped and the sap is boiled to make maple syrup.  Weekends in October 

the pumpkin patch is open for visitors to select their perfect pumpkin or gourd. 

Public hayrides or sleigh rides are offered on weekends and holidays; privately chartered 

hayrides are also available.  Farm tours, Kids’ Cottage and maple sugaring programs are 

available for interested school groups. 

The Farmhouse Grille offers sandwiches, soft drinks and other snacks.  Located at the farm 

entrance, the grille is open every day from Memorial Day to Labor Day.

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About our Animals 
 Kensington Farm Center is home to many species of domestic animals.  Horses, cows, 

pigs, sheep, goats, chickens, ducks, geese and rabbits are all permanent residents of 

the farm.  You will also notice different body shapes, patterns and colors since there 

are a variety of breeds represented here too.  Brown Swiss or 

Holstein?  Saanen or Alpine?  Look for the signs posted 

around the farm with interesting information and help on 

recognizing the different breeds. 

Babies 

 Many of our animals live their whole lives at the farm and so 

you can visit them each time you stop by.  But we also 

welcome new animals every year as many animals are born 

at Kensington Farm.  Though births happen throughout the 

year, spring is the season when most farm babies are 

expected.  Stop out often to see which newborns or 

hatchlings have arrived.  Many babies have even been born 

right before our visitors’ eyes! 

Petting  
 You don’t have to just stand there!  Some of our goats and 

cows really enjoy a good back scratch.  As you visit the farm, 

feel free to pet animals that approach you.  We encourage 

gentle contact with the farm animals and that’s what some of 

them even expect.   

Feeding  

 Our animals at Kensington Farm are on controlled diets.  Just like kids, animals thrive 

when they are fed only nutritious foods and don’t get snacks all day.  Also, hand-

feeding encourages bad habits that we want to avoid.  So, we ask that you do not feed 

the animals.   
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Hayrides & Sleigh Rides 
Pile onto our straw-filled wagon for a rustic ride pulled by a team of our draft horses or a 

scenic ride pulled by our tractor!  If there’s enough snow*, enjoy an old-fashioned sleigh 

ride instead.  All rides (public or charter) are wheelchair accessible & are subject to change 

to tractor-drawn at any time. *Enough snow refers to a minimum base layer of  6 to 8 

inches.

Each program includes a tour of the farm and a chance to meet, up-close, all of the farm’s 

animals. Hands-on tasks such as feeding and watering animals, mucking stalls, and 

hauling hay and grain sacks are part of each program. Farmers will also make and enjoy a 

tasty farm food product such as ice cream, bread, cider, etc. Craft projects are often 

included in the day’s planned activities. 

“Farmer for a Day” is offered on various days throughout the year.  (Please note, some 

program dates are weekdays.)  Because chores on the farm change with the different 

seasons, some chores that ‘farmers’ will be doing may be different each time, too. 

Possible  seasonal activities may be: 

¶Milking a cow  

¶Harnessing a draft horse team 

¶Bottle-feeding babies 

¶Collecting eggs 

¶Grooming various animals  

¶Going for a hayride

provide meals.  Kids should also dress to be messy: play clothes, sturdy shoes and garden 

gloves are recommended.
